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On the main floor is a grand entryway of marble includ-
ing a drawing room/ballroom, foyer, dining room and 
conservatory. The house has six guest bedrooms and in 
its heyday, provided eight staff rooms for the Forstmann’s 
staff! This included a driver, seamstress, nanny, laun-
dress, dishwasher and chef. The basement’s “St. Charles” 
kitchen was the tour’s highlight for many, but while 
Forstmann lived there, this is where he played billiards! 

The mansion’s rooftop offers views of apartments on either 
side but in Forstmann’s day, this terrace looked upon both 
Madison Avenue and Central Park. The real estate listing states, “the house was designed by 
C.P.H. Gilbert, the renowned architect who created majestic mansions for the leading families 
of the city…This extraordinary townhouse offers the rare opportunity to own a Manhat-
tan landmark with the versatility of luxury residential or trophy commercial use.” For more 
detail on the Forstmann family tree, see Frost Valley’s alumni blog at http://frostvalleyalumni.
